Day 1: Arrival in Luxor and East Bank Grandeur

Your prestigious 8-day journey begins with a professional greeting at the Luxor Airport or railway
station by a Bastet Travel representative, followed by a private transfer in a modern air-conditioned
vehicle to the MS Champollion for a seamless check-in. After a gourmet welcome lunch on board,
you will join your private Egyptologist to explore the magnificent East Bank.

Day 2: West Bank Mysteries and Sailing to Esna

with a visit to the Colossi of Memnon, two massive stone statues that have guarded the valley for
millennia.

deck. Dinner and overnight stay are on board while sailing toward Edfu.

Day 3: Edfu’s Falcon Temple and Sailing to Kom Ombo

The day begins with a nostalgic horse-drawn carriage ride through the local city of Edfu to visit the
magnificent Temple of Horus, the most impeccably preserved ancient Egyptian temple in the land.
After exploring its grand pylons and sacred chambers, you return to the MS Champollion for lunch
while sailing toward Kom Ombo. Spend your afternoon relaxing on the sun deck, soaking in the
