Day 01: Welcome to Cairo International Airport and Private Hotel
Transfer

Day 02: Monumental Wonders of Giza, The Sphinx, and Tahrir Museum Treasures

Pyramids of Giza (Cheops, Chephren, and Mykerinus), explore the ancient stone blocks of the Valley
Temple, and look up at the majestic silhouette of the Great Sphinx.

modern National Museum of Egyptian Civilization.

Day 03: Journey into the Western Desert, Volcanic Landscapes, and White Desert
Camping

Depart Cairo at 6:00 AM in a comfortable vehicle for a scenic 4-hour drive to the Bahariya Oasis.

Day 04: Crystal Mountain, Natural Oasis Springs, and Evening Return to Cairo

Wake up early to catch a breathtaking desert sunrise, followed by a hot outdoor breakfast. Begin
your return journey with a stop at Crystal Mountain (Gebel al-1zzaz), a natural hill rich with
glittering quartzite crystals that shimmer in the morning sun. Upon reaching Bahariya, soothe your
muscles in the natural thermal waters of Bir Sigam (Hot Spring) (or Bir Madi (Cold Spring)

during the warmer summer months).

Before heading back to the capital, discover the historic heart of the oasis by touring the Bahariya
Oasis Palm and Olive Fields, checking out the dinosaur fossil site at the base of Gebel Dist and
Gebel Maghrafa, viewing the vast salt waters of Lake al-Marun, and catching an epic panoramic
sunset from the summit of the English Mountain (Gebel Al Ingleez). Arrive back at your Cairo
hotel for an overnight stay.

Day 05: Flight to Aswan, Island Temples, and Traditional Nubian Village Tour

Check out of your hotel and take a quick morning flight to Aswan. Upon arrival, step directly on
board your 5-star Nile cruise ship for lunch. Spend the afternoon exploring Aswan's finest treasures:
view the modern engineering feat of The High Dam, take a private motorboat to the beautiful
Greco-Roman Temple of Philae (Phiala temple), and visit The Unfinished Obelisk to see how
the pharaohs carved monumental stone directly from the granite bedrock. Conclude your day with a
scenic felucca sail around Elephantine Island and Lord Kitchener Island to visit a vibrant Aswan
Nubian Village, immersing yourself in its colorful streets and unique, traditional lifestyle. Enjoy

dinner and a peaceful overnight stay on board your cruise ship.

Day 06: Colossal Temples of Abu Simbel and Symmetrical Sanctuaries of Kom Ombo

Savor breakfast on board before embarking on an excursion to the magnificent Abu Simbel
Temples (The temples of Ramses Il and Queen Nefertari). Carved directly into a solid
sandstone cliff by Ramses Il, these twin temples feature four colossal 20-meter statues guarding the

entrance, alongside a secondary temple built to honor Queen Nefertari.

Return to the ship for lunch and relax on the sun deck as the vessel sails downriver toward the
Temple of Kom Ombo. Tour this fascinating double sanctuary, which is perfectly symmetrical and
uniquely dedicated to two separate deities: Sobek the crocodile god and Horus the elder falcon god.

Continue sailing downriver to Edfu for dinner and overnight accommodations on board.
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Day 07: Chariot Rides to Edfu Temple, Cruising to Luxor, and Luxor Temple by
Night

Start your morning with a traditional horse carriage ride to the spectacular Edfu Temple (Temple of
Horus). As the most completely preserved ancient temple in all of Egypt, its towering pylon and

detailed wall carvings vividly bring the mythical battles between Horus and Seth to life.

Return to the ship by 10:00 AM to enjoy lunch as you sail through the historic Esna Lock toward
Luxor. Step ashore in the evening to tour the grand Luxor Temple, beautifully illuminated against the

night sky, showcasing the monumental pylons built by Amenhotep Il and completed by Ramses II.

Optional Experience: You can choose to cap off your evening with admission to the world-famous
Karnak Sound and Light Show.

Day 08: West Bank Royal Crypts, Sprawling East Bank Temples, and Flight to Cairo

After breakfast, disembark your cruise to discover the wonders of ancient Thebes. Start on the West
Bank by descending into the hidden royal tombs of The Valley of the Kings. Visit the spectacular,
multi-tiered terraces of The Queen Hatshepsut Temple, seamlessly carved into the sheer

limestone face of the Theban mountains, and pause at the twin 18-meter-tall Colossi of Memnon.

Cross back to the East Bank to tour the breathtaking Karnak Temple, a massive complex of
sanctuaries, obelisks, and pylons dedicated to the Theban Triad. After lunch, a private transfer will
bring you to the airport for your flight back to Cairo, aligning perfectly with your international

departure flight home.
