e Abu Simbel Temples — Twin rock-cut sanctuaries carved into the sandstone cliffs of the Nile's
west bank between 1274 and 1244 BC; the Great Temple of Ramses Il features four colossal
20-meter seated statues, while the Temple of Queen Nefertari honors Hathor in one of
ancient Egypt's rarest royal tributes

¢ Saladin Citadel — A medieval Islamic fortress constructed by Salah al-Din al-Ayyubi on the
Moqgattam Hills in 1183 AD, now a UNESCO-recognized historic site housing mosques and
museums

e Mosque of Muhammad Ali Pasha — An Ottoman-style alabaster mosque completed in 1848,
designed by Turkish architect Youssef Boushnaq and commanding Cairo's skyline from within
the Saladin Citadel

¢ Hanging Church — One of the oldest Christian churches in Egypt, built atop the Roman fortress
of Babylon in Coptic Cairo, with a nave suspended over the ancient gatehouse

e Ben Ezra Synagogue — A 9th-century AD synagogue in Coptic Cairo, one of the oldest Jewish
places of worship in Egypt and the site of the discovery of the famous Cairo Geniza

e Church of St. Barbara — A 4th-century Coptic church in Old Cairo dedicated to Saint Barbara,
rebuilt in its current form in the 10th century and celebrated for its fine medieval woodwork

e Church of Abu Serga — One of the oldest Coptic churches in Cairo, built in the 5th century AD
on the site where the Holy Family is believed to have rested during their flight into Egypt

¢ Khan el-Khalili Bazaar — A labyrinthine market district established in the 14th century during
the Mamluk era, functioning continuously as one of the oldest and most atmospheric trading
centers in the Middle East

Day 1: Arrival in Cairo

Barbara, and the Church of Abu Serga — one of the oldest functioning Coptic churches in Egypt.
The Khan el-Khalili Bazaar — a labyrinthine 14th-century Mamluk-era market — closes this final
touring day before a Bastet Travel representative transfers you to Cairo International Airport
and guides you through all departure formalities, bringing your Egypt Tour Package to its
