Next, you will explore the Pyramid of Chephren (Khafre), the second-tallest and second-largest
of the three ancient Egyptian pyramids on the plateau. This grand tomb belongs to Pharaoh Khafre,
who ruled from approximately 2558 to 2532 BC. It is easily recognizable because it beautifully
retains its original polished limestone casing fragments at its very peak. The magnificent trio
concludes at the Pyramid of Mykerinus (Menkaure), the smallest of the primary pyramids,
which stands as an incredible testament to late Fourth Dynasty royal architectural planning.

The Valley Temple & Enigmatic Great Sphinx

Following your exploration of the colossal stone pyramids, your private vehicle moves toward the
lower edge of the Giza Plateau. Here, you will step inside the beautifully preserved Valley Temple
of King Chephren. Constructed out of massive, masterfully carved limestone blocks and lined
with heavy pink granite pillars, this temple was the sacred venue where the elaborate
mummification and purification rituals were performed on the pharaoh's body before his final
burial.

Standing as
the immortal, mystical guardian of the immense funeral complex, this monolithic limestone
sculpture combines the powerful body of a lion with the stylized portrait head of King Chephren.
