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Tour Itinerary

Day 1: Welcome to Aswan, Island Temples, and Felucca Sailing

Upon your arrival at Aswan airport or your hotel, you will be greeted by the professional Bastet
Travel team. Your adventure begins with a motorboat ride to the stunning Isis Island to visit the
Philae Temple, a sanctuary dedicated to the goddess of motherhood and healing. Next, you will visit
the Northern Quarries to see the Unfinished Obelisk, a massive monument that showcases the
incredible engineering of the pharaohs.

This is a
highlight for many, as you can relax on the sundeck and watch the vessel cross the Esna Lock,
where the ship is lowered to a new water level. Lunch is served on board during this scenic passage.
Upon arrival in Luxor in the afternoon, you will have free time to explore the city’s vibrant street
market, or "Souq," where you can find traditional spices, textiles, and local crafts. You will also have
the opportunity for a first stroll around the majestic Luxor Temple, which glows beautifully in the late
afternoon sun. Dinner is served on the ship, followed by an evening of relaxation as the cruise docks
in the heart of Luxor.
