Day 1: Start Your Nile Cruise & Visit Luxor East Bank

Your adventure begins in the morning when your professional tour guide picks you up from your
hotel or any preferred location in Luxor via a modern air-conditioned vehicle. Your first stop is the
magnificent Karnak Temple Complex, the largest religious complex on Earth, built over 1,500 years
for the Theban triad of Amun, Mut, and Khonsu. You will marvel at the Avenue of Sphinxes and the
Great Hypostyle Hall, which covers 247 acres of architectural wonders.

By the afternoon, you will reach the Kom
Ombo Temple, a unique "House of Twin Wonders" constructed between 180 BC and 47 BC. This dual
temple honors both Haroeris (Horus the Elder) and Sobek, the crocodile god of the Nile. Situated
directly on the riverbank, it offers a stunning view of ancient craftsmanship.

ship for lunch and dinner, continuing the sail toward Aswan for an overnight stay.
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Day 4: The Grandeur of Abu Simbel Temples

Today begins with an early morning excursion to one of the most iconic sites in the world. After
receiving your breakfast boxes, you will travel by a modern air-conditioned vehicle to the Abu Simbel
Temples.
