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Tour Itinerary

Morning: Arrival in Thebes and the Secrets of the Necropolis

with a photo stop at the 18-meter-tall Colossi of Memnon, the last standing remnants of Amenhotep
III’s mortuary temple, before heading to a local restaurant for a restful lunch with bottled water
provided.
