Arrival and Entry into the Royal Necropolis

In-Depth Exploration of the Magnificent Tombs

three spectacular tombs. You will first visit the Tomb of Ramesses III (KV11), exploring its unique
side chambers and the famous "Tomb of the Harpers" scenes. Next, you will move to the Tomb of
Ramesses IX (KV6) to admire the high color saturation and the stunning celestial ceiling. The final
included stop is the Tomb of Merenptah (KV8), where you will witness the impressive straight-axis
architectural shift.
